Item 1.01. Entry into a Material Definitive Agreement.

On July 13, 2007, PolyOne Corporation (the Company ), entered into a Canadian Receivables Purchase Agreement
(the Purchase Agreement ), among the Company, as servicer, PolyOne Funding Canada Corporation ( PFCC ), as seller,
Citicorp USA, Inc., as administrative agent, National City Business Credit, Inc., as syndication agent, and the banks
and other financial institutions party thereto, as initial purchasers. In connection with the Purchase Agreement, the
Company also entered into the Canadian Receivables Sale Agreement (the Sales Agreement and, together with the
Purchase Agreement, the Agreements ), dated as of July 13, 2007, by and among the Company, as buyer s servicer,
PolyOne Canada Inc. as the seller, and PFCC, as the buyer.

Under the Agreements, from time to time, PolyOne Canada Inc. will sell its Canadian receivables to PFCC, which
will then sell interests in the receivables to the banks and other financial institutions party to the Purchase Agreement
on the terms and subject to the conditions of the Purchase Agreement. The Purchase Agreement provides up to
$25 million in funding, based on availability of eligible trade accounts receivable and other customary factors.
